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4. Aiden had 2 five-dollar bills, 2 quarters. After he
spent $4.25 cents, how much money did he have
lefte

5. Jack has 1 five-dollar bill and 3 dimes. Jay has 4
one-dollar bills and 6 quarters. Who has more
money?

6. Emily has 3 one-dollar bills and 3 pennies. Jacob
has 1 five-dollar bills and 2 nickels. After mom
gives Emily $2, who has less money?
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Answers

1. 55¢-10¢ —-10¢ —-1¢ =34¢
Noah had $2.34 left.

2. 25C + 25¢C + 25¢C + 5¢ + 5¢ = 385¢
Mia has $3.85.

3. 10¢ +10¢ + 10¢ + 5¢ + 5¢ = 40¢ found
Charlotte had $4.42 altogether.

4. 25¢ + 25¢ — 25¢ = 25¢
$5+$5-%4 = %6
Aiden has $6.25 left.

5. 10¢ + 10¢ + 10¢ = 30¢
Jack has $5.30.

25¢ + 25¢ + 25¢ + 25¢ + 25¢ + 25¢ = $1.50
Jay has $5.50.
Jay has more money.

6. 1¢+1¢+1¢ =3¢
$1+$1 + $1 + $2 = $5
Emily has $5.03.

5¢ +5¢ =10¢
Jacob has $5.10.
Emily has less money.
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
